July 2008 

     It was thick. The genie was out and not there to grant wishes. 

However after my wife lifted the freezer top it did induce focused 

miracle expecting prayer from me. For months we had been won-

dering, “What’s that smell?” Saturday June the 9th the wondering 

ceased.  

     Nine months earlier my parents purchased a freezer for us and 

graciously filled it with beef, ham and sausage. We thanked them 

and placed it in the garage.

So there I was deciding what to do next-baby screaming, 

daughter crying, pregnant-wife sick and rotten flesh penetrating 

every corner of my house. Take a second. Imagine. Ya’ it was that 

bad.  

     Make a long story short I sent all women and children away as I 

prepared to reclaim my house.

     I can thankfully say the food was removed and my family came 

home. But why did it all happen? One word-neglect.  

     You see I did not properly tend to and check the freezer or its 

input. I took for granted it was plugged in and I forgot it. The result 

was one really bad day that could have been avoided. Scripture 

gives a similar admonition to tend to or “check” our lives as Chris-

tians. In Nehemiah the Israelites understood this danger saying, 

“We will not neglect the house of our God.” Hebrews reminds and 

warns New Testament believers to not forget all that was done to 

bring them to faith and that they needed to persevere in spiritual 

growth, “we must give the more earnest heed to the things we  

have heard, lest we drift away…..how shall we escape if we  

neglect so great a salvation…” 

     Similarly 2 Corinthians 13 commands Christians to examine 

how consistent their life is with the Christian faith.  

How do we do this examining? Prayer, meditating on the  

scripture and talking with other Christians you trust are three im-

portant ways. Making adjustments where need be will result in 

closer fellowship with God and the countless benefits  

inevitably included as we draw near to him. Neglecting certain 

areas will result in broken fellowship, becoming  

ineffective in our service to God and a general, as  

Hebrews calls it, “drifting away. Not good.
